Arlington Farmers’ Market, Saturdays, 8 a.m. – noon year-round. Just steps from the Courthouse Metro station in the parking lot at N. 14th St. and N. Courthouse Rd. Ballston Farmers’ Market, Fridays, 11 a.m. – 3 p.m. Welburn Square, 9th and N. Stuart St., across from Ballston Metro, June 1 – Oct. 1. A compact market where you can get goodies to start your weekend right. 703-528-3527, www.ballstonvasquare.org.

Columbia Pike Farmers’ Market, Sundays, 9 a.m. – 1 p.m. Columbia Pike & S. Walter Reed Dr., in the park. May 6 through Nov. 25. The friendliest market, not too big or small. Plenty of parking. 703-892-2776, www.columbiapike.org/market. 

Rosslyn Farmers’ Market, Thursdays, 11 a.m. – 3 p.m. N. Lynn St. at Metro Park, just steps from the Rosslyn Metro station. Small but interesting selection of vendors. 703-522-6628, www.rossren.com/ros_arts_farmers_market.cfm.
